	NOT PERMITTED

· Sleeveless or spaghetti top shirts. Cap sleeves OK 
·  See-through material of any kind 
·  Absolutely NO Violent or potentially disruptive words or graphics (including violent movies/video games. NO wrestling shirts, guns),  
· Avoid princess type dresses (lots of frills, unless it is picture day)

	BOTTOMS PERMITTED
· Pants, shorts, capri pants, skirts, skorts, jeggings or jeans 
·  Short and skirt Length must be lower than fingertips
